“And then I cried, “Dear Jesus, come and 
heal my broken spirit.”

The author of this hymn was a wealthy Christian businessman. During the 
Chicago fire of 1871 he lost all of his real estate holdings. The year before 
he lost his son. Shortly after the fire he lost his four daughters while sailing 
to be with his grieving wife, he wrote this great hymn in the midst of his 
overwhelming loss and tragedy. 

“When peace, like a river, attendeth my way, when sorrows like sea billows 
roll whatever my lot, thou has taught me to say It is well, It is well, with my 
soul.”

That we would be able to face life with such an attitude. No matter how 
painful the trail, it is well with my soul.
